MAJOR ARTWORKS DONATED TO THE PERMANENT COLLECTION OF MUSEUM OF CONTEMPORARY ART, NORTH MIAMI

North Miami, FL – The Museum of Contemporary Art (MOCA) announces new gifts to its permanent collection that were donated by leading collectors from South Florida and Los Angeles. Included are works by Richard Artschwager, Matthew Barney, Hernan Bas, Roni Horn, Edward Kienholz, Guillermo Kuitca, Ann-Sofi Sidén, Saul Steinberg, and Tunga.   

The gifts demonstrate the MOCA collection’s wide scope and internationalism of represented artists.  MOCA Executive Director Bonnie Clearwater stated, “We are so pleased to have received these donations from some of South Florida’s most prominent collectors including:  Irma Braman, Martin Z. Margulies, Paul and Estelle Berg, Paula and Joel Friedland, Diane and Robert Moss, Joan and Michael Salke, and Evelyn Aimis, and to have garnered the support of collectors from throughout the United States such as Barbara and Avram Jacobson of Los Angeles.”

Clearwater said that these major gifts reflect MOCA’s approach to collecting, which focuses on works connected by concepts and methodology as opposed to chronology, style or medium.  She added that many of the new donations were inspired by Rosa and Carlos de la Cruz’s recent landmark joint gift to MOCA, North Miami and Tate, London that included No Ghost Just a Shell, the groundbreaking collaborative project originated by Pierre Huyghe and Philippe Parreno and the monumental installation Zero Hero by John Bock.

Irma Braman donated one of the most distinctive works of the Irma and Norman Braman collection, Edward Kienholz’s The Soup Course at the She-She Café, 1982.  The elaborate installation is an outstanding representation of the late Los Angeles based artist’s work, and is comprised of a life-size restaurant tableau in which a couple and a young woman are dining. The surreal scene, like much of Kienholz’s oeuvre, depicts the reality of American life in full disclosure, as the husband surreptitiously flirts with the young woman at the adjacent table.  

Irma Braman said, “We were so happy to be able to give this seminal work by Edward Kienholz to the museum.  Kienholz was featured in MOCA’s Tableaux exhibition in 1997 as a pioneer of installation tableaux.  As MOCA’s collection has a strong focus on installation art, we acknowledged that it was essential to have this groundbreaking artist represented in the collection by a major example of his work.”

“We extend our deep appreciation to Irma and Norman Braman who have given many works over the years to MOCA for the public’s benefit,” said Bonnie Clearwater.

The Martin Z. Margulies Foundation donated Station 10 and Back Again, 2001 by Ann-Sofi Sidén, who is one of the most significant European artists working today.  Bonnie Clearwater noted, “This is the second year in a row that the Margulies Foundation has made a major gift to MOCA’s collection.  

This work by Ann-Sofi Sidén, along with Thomas Hirschhorn’s major installation, Diorama that was donated to MOCA last year, continues to demonstrate the strength of MOCA’s holdings of works by significant and influential European artists.  We thank Marty Margulies for recognizing the importance of representing these works for the public at MOCA. “

Ann-Sofi Sidén has exhibited widely internationally at institutions such as Musée d’Art Moderne de la Ville de Paris, PS 1 Contemporary Art Center, NY, MASS MoCA and the 2004 Sidney Biennale.  In Station 10 and Back Again, Sidén captured the activity of a fire station in Norrköping, Sweden over the span of several weeks through surveillance cameras installed in various areas of the station.  The resulting documentation is shown on 18 video monitors placed on a metal work shelf among objects such as hoses, boots, helmets and tools. The work poses questions into voyeurism and represents Sidén’s on-going investigation into hidden conflicts and tension in contemporary power structures. Prior to this recent gift, the installation was on permanent display at the Margulies Warehouse in Miami.

Martin Z. Margulies stated, “I thought that Ann-Sofi Sidén’s work would be a perfect fit with the ongoing work of MOCA. It’s a highly engaging installation which museum goers will enjoy and contemplate immensely.”

Evelyn Aimis’s promised gift of Untitled, 1995 is a significant graphite on paper work by Richard Artschwager and is one of the artist’s rare completed drawing compositions. This drawing fits into a body of work where Artschwager explores and subverts notions of perfect symmetry and formal composition.  In the drawing, a bucolic home is neatly reflected in a perfectly circular lake. However, the reflection in the water is slightly askew and the bushes on the side of the house differ, throwing the composition off balance.  Artschwager was the subject of a critically acclaimed retrospective organized by MOCA in 2003.

Barbara and Avram Jacobson of Los Angeles donated Untitled, a 1995 painting by the Argentine artist Guillermo Kuitca, which was inspired by maps. This subject brought Kuitca to prominence in the 1990s. This work represents Kuitca’s often-obsessive investigations into the psychological ramifications of highly organized social spaces, such as stadiums, theaters, classrooms, city plans and more.  Kuitca represented Argentina in this year’s Venice Biennale.  

Matthew Barney’s Cremaster 2: The Metamorphosis, 1999 is a promised gift of Joan and Michael Salke. This photograph is a portrait of the American writer, Norman Mailer, who was cast as Harry Houdini in Barney’s 1999 film, Cremaster 2: The Metamorphosis.  As portrayed in the film, the character represents the historical figure of Houdini and an Oedipal father type. 

Diane and Robert Moss’s donation includes a promised gift of Hernan Bas’s 2004 painting, The Sea Nymphs.  This major work by Bas depicts two young men wading through a sea cove.  Like much of Bas’s work, this painting is a study of leisure, nature and sexuality. The painting was featured in the exhibition MOCA and Miami in 2005.  MOCA organized Hernan Bas’s first solo museum exhibition in 2002.  

Diane and Robert Moss also donated the drawing, Untitled, 1997, by the Brazilian artist Tunga, whose work was the subject of an exhibition at MOCA in 1997.

Paula and Joel Frieldland donated Saul Steinberg’s three-dimensional assemblage, The Fingerprint Table, Renowned for his drawings, paintings, prints, collages, and sculptural constructions, Steinberg is best known for his work that appeared in The New Yorker over six decades.  MOCA presented the exhibition American Short Stories: Saul Steinberg / Raymond Pettibon in 2003. 
 

Roni Horn’s Pair Object Via, 1990 is a promised gift by Estelle and Paul Berg.  Horn’s two copper cone sculptures address concepts of value and materiality.  Copper is a pure element with various alchemical uses.  Horn contrasts the associations of the copper while investigating notions of pairing and uniqueness in the two nearly identical sculptures.

Several of these new acquisitions will be included in Pivot Points, opening in Spring 2008. The two-part exhibition will presented at MOCA’s Joan Lehman Building in North Miami and at the museum’s satellite gallery, MOCA at Goldman Warehouse in Wynwood. It will explore pivotal works in MOCA’s permanent collection.  

MOCA is continuing to build a comprehensive collection of Miami artists who have emerged since 1996.  The exhibition will also highlight a number of works by these artists.
